STALLION SERVICE CONTRACT

I, ____________________________, as owner of the MARE______________________________

Registration #__________________ (AQHA/APHA), agree to contract with Painted Ridge Ranch, hereinafter known as “Breeder”, and stallion owner Monte and June Eberhardt. To breed my mare to the stallion Tommys Top Gun, APHA#202426 for the fee of $750.00 for a live color foal during the 2007 breeding season, which begins February 1, 2007 and ends July 15, 2007, subject to the following terms and conditions:

$    500.00 BALANCE OF STUD FEE DUE PRIOR TO FIRST COLLECTION
Additional Terms: ________________________________

This service is subject to the following:

1. The Mare shall be in a healthy and sound breeding condition, free from infectious, contagious or transmissible disease.  A current Coggins Test (within 12 months), updated vaccinations for Sleeping Sickness, Tetanus, West Nile, Rabies, Flu and Rhino should be done before arrival.  Also, the mare should be wormed prior to arrival.  Foals over 90 days old must also be vaccinated.  It is recommended that non-maiden mares receive a simple Pre-Breeding Exam and have a uterine culture done prior to arrival.  If they have not been done and are needed, Breeder may have exams, vaccinations, tests and/or treatments done at the Mare Owners expense.  Breeder reserves the right to refuse the mare if not in satisfactory condition or send her home immediately if she is/becomes ill.  If Mare is refused or sent home, the Booking/Chute fee shall constitute liquidated damages.  The Mare may be returned for breeding, during the current breeding season, after the unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.  This is for the health and safety of all horses on the farm.  Mares that are not halter broken, will not stand tied, or are otherwise difficult or dangerous to handle and manage will not be accepted.  If the mare is a safety risk to herself or others, she may be sent home.  Sedation may be given to mares that become a safety risk to themselves while being examined etc.  If your mare has special handling needs, please discuss this with the Breeder.   Mare care rates are $15.00/day dry and $17.00/day wet, these rates include stall board and turn out.  Pasture mares are $9.50 per day dry and $11.50 per day wet.
2. Mare Owner agrees to provide a photocopy of the mare’s registration papers, showing the owner as the same person signing the contract, prior to breeding.

3. Mare Owner agrees to have the mare checked by ultrasound and to provide June Eberhardt with the results of the pregnancy exam no later than 30 days after the examination of the mare.  Mare also MUST have a 50-55 day pregnancy check documented by a licensed veterinarian on the Mare Breeding Passport.  It MUST be completed and signed by your veterinarian or the live foal guarantee is null and void.
4. If the mare aborts or fails to conceive, she may rebreed during the Breeding Season of the following year ONLY, provided all fees have been paid during the 2007 season.

5. Live Color Foal guarantee. Stallion Fee is for one live color foal.  There is a one time color guarantee.  A live foal is defined as one that will stand and nurse with out assistance.  If foal does not stand and nurse with out assistance, mare owner agrees to furnish to the stallion owner, within seven (7) days, a veterinarian’s certificate describing the occurrences. In such a case, return privileges will be available for one year ONLY. Breeding fee will not be refunded.  A color foal is defined by APHA Regular Paint Registration Papers.  If a foal fails to qualify for Regular Registration, return privileges apply for the following year only.   Breeding fee will not be refunded. 
6. If the mare owner fails to request a rebreeding the following year, then any and all fees paid shall be forfeited, the right to rebreed is cancelled and the Stallion Owner is released from all further obligation of the contract, unless otherwise agreed in writing and signed by all parties.

7. If the mare dies or becomes unfit to breed, the mare owner may rebreed during this season or the following season ONLY with a substitute mare approved by the stallion owner without any additional breeding fee.

8. Should the above named stallion die or become unfit for service for any reason, then this contract shall become null and void and both parties are relieved of any further obligation hereunder, and any monies paid by the Mare Owner toward the stallion fee, with the exception of the non-refundable Booking Fee, shall be refunded to the Mare Owner if the mare is not settled or would qualify for rebreed privileges.

9. This contract is non-assignable and non-transferable. 

10. Breeder will exercise judgment in care and supervision of mare and/or foal.  Breeder assumes responsibility for arranging vet and farrier services as deemed necessary.  Breeder’s veterinarian or Breeder will provide medical care when necessary for the health and safety of the mare and/or foal.  All medical, reproductive, veterinary and farrier expenses will be paid by the Mare Owner.  Expense to the Mare Owner will be kept to a minimum, but needed care will not be neglected.  Mare and/or foal may be trailered to Veterinarian for examination and/or treatment.  A fee of $75.00 will be charged per round trip if she must be hauled to a veterinarian for treatment or care.  If health papers will be needed for travel prior to mare going home, the please advise Breeder a minimum of 10 days prior to departure so veterinarian arrangements can be made.  Mares and foals will be carefully supervised and given the best of care; however, the Breeder, property owners, their agents, employees or guests will not be held liable for accidents, sickness, injury or death to mare and/or foal.  Health and Safety comes first over all other activities.

11. Mare must be vaccinated for Rhinopneumonitis (killed virus vaccine) during the 5th, 7th, and 9th month of pregnancy.  Annual boosters for Sleeping Sickness, Tetanus, Flu, Rhino and West Nile are recommended to be given to mare approximately 30 days prior to foaling.  Rabies and Strangles should be discussed with your veterinarian.  If you need advise on vaccinations and broodmare care, please ask Breeder or your veterinarian.  Vaccinations, worming, and prenatal care are the responsibility of the Mare Owner.
12. There will be no exceptions to the forms of this contract and is not transferable unless provided for in writing by all parties.

13. The parties hereto specifically agree that this Agreement shall be construed, governed and interpreted by and in accordance with the internal laws of the State of California, and the proper place of venue shall be Placer County, California.

A Chute/Collection Fee includes the cost of the collection, lab work and artificial insemination. 
1. New Contract:  The first Chute/Collection Fee will be paid by Monte and June Eberhardt.  All subsequent collections, if necessary, must be paid in advance by the mare owner at $150.00 per collection.
2. Rebreeds/Donated Breedings. All chute/Collection Fees must be paid in advance by the mare owner at $150.00 per collection

3. Embryo Transfers: Mare Owner will notify June Eberhardt in advance that this is an embryo transfer mare. In the event of multiple embryos from a single flush, Mare Owner agrees to pay a breeding fee of $750.00 for each additional live foal. Additional Breeders Certificate will be issued upon receipt of breeding fee.

Current negative Coggins Test report, within the last 12 months.  Mares may be retested if Coggins expires while at Breeding Farm

___
Mares need to be vaccinated for Sleeping Sickness, Tetanus, Influenza, Rhinopneumonitis, Rabies and West Nile before arriving at breeder.  If mare is due to foal in 2007, booster her shots 30 days before she foals.  If mare is open, then booster the shots prior to her arrival.  If mares are not vaccinated prior to arrival, they will be vaccinated when they arrive and before they are bred, at the cost of the mare owner.  It is NOT recommended to vaccinate broodmares during early pregnancy.  They need boosters 30 days prior to breeding.

If your mare is not a maiden, then it is recommended that she have a simple exam, by palpation or ultrasound, by a veterinarian to make sure she is a good candidate for breeding.  Any possible infections or needed treatments should be done prior to arrival if possible, or they will be done by the Breeder

Clean culture/cytology performed by a licensed veterinarian within 60 days of arrival
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
