COOLED SEMEN

STALLION SERVICE CONTRACT

I, ____________________________, as owner of the MARE______________________________

Registration #__________________ (AQHA/APHA), agree to contract with Painted Ridge Ranch, hereinafter known as “Breeder”, and stallion owner: Monte and June Eberhardt. To breed my mare to the stallion Tommys Top Gun, APHA #202426 for the fee of $750.00 for a live color foal during the 2007 breeding season, which begins February 1, 2007 and ends July 15, 2007, subject to the following terms and conditions:
$    250.00 BOOKING FEE (non-refundable)

$    500.00 BALANCE OF STUD FEE DUE PRIOR TO FIRST SEMEN SHIPMENT

Additional Terms: None
This service is subject to the following:

1. Mare shall be in a healthy and sound breeding condition. Mare Owner agrees to provide a photocopy of the mare’s registration papers prior to breeding.

2. Mare Owner agrees to have the mare checked by ultrasound and to provide June Eberhardt with the results of the pregnancy exam no later than 30 days after the examination of the mare.
3. If the mare aborts or fails to conceive, she may rebreed during the Breeding Season of the following year ONLY, provided all fees have been paid during the 2007 season.

4. One Time Live Color Foal guarantee. Stallion Fee is for one live color foal.  A live foal is defined as one that will stand and nurse with out assistance.  Should the foal not stand and nurse with out assistance, mare owner agrees to furnish to the stallion owner, within seven (7) days, a veterinarian’s certificate describing the occurrences. In such a case, return privileges will be available for one year ONLY. A color foal is defined by APHA Regular Paint Registration Papers.  If a foal fails to qualify for Regular Registration, return privileges apply for the following year only.  Breeding fee will not be refunded.

5. If the mare owner fails to request a rebreeding the following year, then any and all fees paid shall be forfeited, the right to rebreed is cancelled and the Stallion Owner is released from all further obligation of the contract, unless otherwise agreed in writing and signed by all parties.

6. If the mare dies or becomes unfit to breed, the mare owner may rebreed during this season or the following season ONLY with a substitute mare approved by the stallion owner without any additional breeding fee.

7. Should the above named stallion die or become unfit for service for any reason, then this contract shall become null and void and both parties are relieved of any further obligation hereunder, and any monies paid by the Mare Owner toward the stallion fee, with the exception of the non-refundable Booking Fee, shall be refunded to the Mare Owner if the mare is not settled.
8. Mares on the premises of Painted Ridge Ranch have a breeding priority on any given breeding day; therefore we make no guarantee cooled semen will be available for a specific day.

9. Painted Ridge Ranch and Monte and June Eberhardt only assumes responsibility to ship semen in viable condition, and shall not be held liable for contamination of semen during and after shipment, loss of viability, or any cost arising from shipments delayed, damaged, or lost in transit. Painted Ridge Ranch and Monte and June Eberhardt do not guarantee the fertility of any stallion but agree to process each ejaculate to optimize 24-hour post cool motility and subsequent fertility. Every effort should be made to inseminate the mare within 24 hours after collection from the Stallion. Mare owner agrees to use all cooled semen provided by the Agreement for the mare named in this Agreement and no other.  Mare Owner’s Vet or Reproduction Manager must be experienced and skilled with mare reproduction, shipped semen and artificial insemination.  Mare Owner agrees that cooled semen requires special handling and that attempts to inseminate any mare outside of controlled conditions of a vet clinic or equine reproduction center can greatly reduce, and in some cases, prevent chances of conception.  Mare Owner assumes these risks.  Mare Owner understands that the burden of conception is placed on the Mare Owner and his/her Vet or Reproduction Manager.  It is understood that ordering the semen at the appropriate time is the responsibility of the attending Vet or Reproduction Manager.  It is understood that the Mare must be inseminated immediately, on the same day semen is received, and proper methods of handling must be used.  Any and all vet or management bills and expenses arising from the care, management and insemination of the Mare are the responsibility of the Mare Owner.

10. The Stallion Owner or Manager of the Stallion agrees to diligently try to settle said mare.  Mare Owner agrees to give Stallion Owner or Manager ample opportunity to settle her, having bred her through at least two (2) heat periods or being certified in foal by a veterinarian.  If, however, for any reason she does not settle, Mare Owner will hold Stallion Owner or Manager harmless.

11. A “Breeder’s Certificate” will be issued for the foal, conceived by this mating, when the stud fee and all other expenses have been paid in full and when the mare has produced a live foal from this mating.
12. Painted Ridge Ranch and Monte and June Eberhardt require that all cooled semen expenses be paid in advance of shipment. Monthly statements will be mailed for services provided and charges made or deposits used. If any statement becomes more than 30 days overdue, all obligations of stallion owner shall cease and the unpaid amount will be subject to a finance charge of 1.5% per month or the maximum rate allowed by law.

13. There will be no exceptions to the forms of this contract and is not transferable unless provided for in writing by all parties.

14. The parties hereto specifically agree that this Agreement shall be construed, governed and interpreted by and in accordance with the internal laws of the State of California, and the proper place of venue shall be Placer County, California.

15. The Mare Owner assumes all responsibility for the condition of the mare and shall bear all risks of loss or damage to the mare whether said by death, disease, injury, infection or otherwise and by any cause whatsoever, and therefore agree to hold Stallion Owner or Manager harmless for any and all damages associated therewith.

16. This contract represents the entire agreement between parties.  No other agreements or promises, verbal or implied, are included unless specifically stated in this written contract.  Additional conditions should be written on this contract and be individually initialed by each party.  If none, initial here ______ (Mare Owner) and ______ (Stallion Owner/Manager)

A Semen Shipment includes the cost of the collection, evaluation of the semen and priority overnight delivery. The shipping method is to be at the discretion of the Breeder and stallion owner.   In addition to the agreed Booking Fee, and Balance of Stud Fee the following semen shipment charges may apply:

1. New Contract:  The first semen shipment will be paid by Monte and June Eberhardt. All subsequent shipments, if necessary, must be paid in advance by the mare owner at $200.00 per shipment.  Any airport counter to counter delivery is $300.00 per cycle; this fee includes collection, lab work and delivery to your nearest airport.
2. Rebreeds/Donated Breedings. All shipments must be paid in advance by the mare owner at $200.00 per shipment. 

3. Embryo Transfers: Mare Owner will notify Monte and June Eberhardt in advance that this is an embryo transfer mare. In the event of multiple embryos from a single flush, Mare Owner agrees to pay a breeding fee of $750.00 for each additional live foal. Additional Breeders Certificate will be issued upon receipt of breeding fee.

4. International Fees:  International shipments will be charged actual shipping, customs, and duty fees that exceed the normal cost for shipping within the domestic United States.

5. Due to anticipated high demand for shipped semen, it is imperative that the container be returned to Painted Ridge Ranch within seventy-two (72) hours. Any containers not returned within seventy-two (72) hours will be charged a $25.00 per day late charge. Late charges will be charged to the Mare Owner’s account and must be paid prior to any subsequent shipments. The shipping container and all its components must be returned complete and in good condition. If any of the components (i.e. coolant cans, ballast bags, etc) are damaged or missing the cost of replacement will be charged to the Mare Owner’s account. Should the Mare Owner fail to return the container, the Mare Owner agrees to pay its value of $300.00.  It is recommended that you insure the Equitainer as you will be charged for any missing or damaged containers.
BREEDING ARRANGEMENTS:

1. Stallions are collected on an every other day basis. There are no exceptions. It will be the responsibility of the Mare Owner and his/her veterinarian to confirm our breeding days.

2. You must give 24-hour advance notice to June Eberhardt, (530) 742-4228 prior to actual shipment. If your veterinarian, after checking your mare, feels that a Monday shipment will be necessary, you must contact June Eberhardt by NOON Saturday. All cancellations must be made by 4:00 p.m. (PST/PDT) the day prior to the shipment.

3. In the case of subsequent shipments, the shipping container and any additional shipping fees (see above) must be received by Painted Ridge Ranch before the next shipment will be sent.

4. Every effort will be made to accommodate your mare’s breeding time frames; however, it is the Mare Owner’s responsibility to contact June Eberhardt, (530) 742-4228 so that your veterinarian and ours can get your mare in foal on a timely basis.

5. The Mare Owner agrees to comply with all appropriate Breed Registry requirements concerning the use and handling of cooled semen. Consequently it is the Mare Owner’s responsibility to return the signed Semen Collection/Insemination Certificate to Painted Ridge and forward a signed copy of the certificate to the appropriate Breed registry.

Failure to adhere to these requirements may result in missed heats, and delayed shipments AT THE MARE OWNER’S EXPENSE. Insemination must be done by a veterinarian/Breeding Manager knowledgeable in successful insemination techniques.

When Mare Owner and Stallion Owner sign this contract, it will be binding on both parties, subject to the above terms and conditions.
